	Basic model: three-step instructional model [research—share—consequential task] that establishes a meta-cognitive environment and culture of active learning characterized by agency, collaboration, and reflection
	Basic model: multi-step instructional model: exposure to masterwork related to unit, small group investigation in inquiry centers, groups report to whole class and create something that deepens under-standing,  reflection through writing routine
	Basic model: promotes development in all 7 domains using all 6 learning modes with an emphasis on integrating developmentally-based character standards (soc-moral) with academic and building caring classroom and school communities
	Basic model: builds supportive relationships in caring school and classroom communities and focuses on social and ethical dimensions of learning using cooperative learning, class meetings, cross-grade buddies, home extensions, etc.

	Teacher role: teachers and experts decide on central themes and design instructional units around challenging content; they scaffold metacognitively thereby providing role models for thinking, planning, and reflection 
	Teacher role: teachers and artists design multi-week instructional units built around key concepts and significant questions that integrate the arts and promote deep under-standing through inquiry, creativity, and writing.
	Teacher role: teachers infuse or integrate age-appropriate core-curricular character standards with academic standards and emphasizes active learning as a mode using cooperative learning, service learning, etc. 
	Teacher role: teacher plans instruction that uses daily cooperative learning, cross-grade buddies, class meetings, and family follow-up, and keeps learning active and collaborative so opportunities for social- moral growth are optimal

	Classroom setup: 

research facilitated by making available artifacts, books, videos, newspapers, etc.
	Classroom setup: inquiry centers with written guidelines for cooperative inquiry plus photos, art, music, books, poems, artifacts
	Classroom setup: displays about moral exemplars and character qualities related to personal and social integrity
	Classroom setup: displays showing products of student cooperation and celebrating families and cultures

	Collaboration methods: the unit topic is divided into subtopics that are assigned to and researched by a small group; jigsaw groups who do the consequential task are made up of one student from each subtopic research group
	Collaboration methods: small groups of students either rotate into inquiry centers or are assigned to just one and work together using the teacher’s guidelines for inquiry; the culminating activity is creating something that shows understanding such as visual art, plays, models
	Collaboration methods: cooperative learning encouraged particularly in an annual service learning project that follows the Giraffe Project’s three steps: reading about real-world giraffes (heroes), finding giraffes in their community, planning a project to be a giraffe
	Collaboration methods: various cooperative learning methods are used daily and are the primary teaching method since active, experiential learning is valued, and working together is viewed as the best way to learn social responsibility and social skills 

	Tutors/mentors: use of older tutors and cross-age teaching plus older students as discussion leaders
	Tutors/Mentors: none specified
	Tutors/Mentors: cross-grade buddies adopted from CDP model
